 Locally, the economy has a few challenges, like low dairy prices and high house 
prices.   

 But aside from that, there are a number of industries and regions that are doing 
relatively well.   

 Inflation, though, is almost non-existent, giving the Reserve Bank some scope to 
keep cutting interest rates.   

 Housing risks will, however, remain a bit of a constraint on how far the Reserve Bank 
is prepared to go, even with a strong NZ dollar hampering its efforts.
